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Availability of amenity rooms within the Maternity Service

(Payment of Hotel Fees with NHS Treatment)

For women who would like the opportunity to have a single room when they come to the Maternity ward, we are able to offer you the opportunity to book an amenity room for your arrival.

The thought of coming into hospital can at times be a little daunting.  We will naturally try to make your stay as comfortable and pleasant as possible, but we are aware that some women would prefer the privacy of a room of their own.  Please be aware, however, that visiting and facilities remain the same for all women. 

As there are a limited number of single rooms, we regret it is not possible to book in advance.

The decision to utilize a bed as an amenity bed is subject to the clinical priorities of the ward and an amenity bed could not be provided if the clinical needs of other women were such that they required a side room.  Therefore, it is important to be aware that there may be a rare occasion when you could be asked by a member of staff to vacate the room.

To cover the additional expense of providing this service a charge of £102 (2008) per 24 hours (subject to annual increase) is made.  In the unlikely event that you are asked to vacate the room you will only be charged for completed days with the room.   In all other situations the daily charge would be levied even if you only require the room for part of the day.  So for example, if your stay is for 36 hours then you will be charged the full two day amount.  Discretion will be used if only a very short time over the 24 hour period.

When you have expressed your interest for an amenity bed, the private patient officer will visit you to complete necessary paperwork.  Out of normal office hours the midwife in charge of the shift will complete the paperwork with you.  Payment arrangements will be discussed with you at this time.
